Throughout their lives, Anna
and Zip enjoyed road trips to California, snowmobile adventures to Potter
County with family and friends and working side by side at their business,
Hoffman Hatchery. In 1946, with an incubator from Sears and Roebuck and a
flock of geese she gathered from Valley View farmers, Anna founded Blyler
Hatchery, later moving to Gratz and becoming Hoffman Hatchery.
